	Come and try something different and have some fun with an introduction to this friendly sport.
 it consists of two parts:
1) Control of paces (M/A), a slow canter and a fast walk along a 50 metre,
      2m wide corridor followed by 
2) Ten obstacles, points are awarded for pace, consistency and accuracy

Class One – Obstacle Training /warm up.
In two groups of 45 minutes with up to 4 in the arena at the same time. 
                         No rosettes for this class 
Class Two- Pairs. Both horses/ponies in the arena at the same time.

The first rider does a 50-metre slow canter of the M/A followed by the obstacles in the right order. Then the riders need to Hi-Five each other before the second rider takes over, doing the obstacles first then finishing off with a 50-metre walk. 
Both scores are added together, and the highest score wins.

Class Three – Top Score (no M/A) in this class.
You have a set time limit to ride 10 obstacles in correct order, followed by your own choice of further obstacles (in the correct direction) each obstacle can be ridden a maximum of 3 times in the class.
The idea is to see if you can find a flowing route gaining as many points as possible.  

Class Four -Novice or Open. Both Classes will have M/A and 10 obstacles to ride, both scores count.
1st – 6th Place rosettes awarded in classes 2 to 4.

Entry Fee: £25.00 for class 1 plus 2 other classes.
Or £10.00 per class. 
       These events are open to all including young or mature horses/ponies and can be 
       completed mounted or in-hand.
       Horses and children must be a minimum of 4 years old
Please state whether you will be competing in-hand or riding. In-hand combinations will be grouped together for Class 1.
All the leaders must wear proper short horse riding boots, an up-to-date riding hat (see standards below) and gloves. The horse/pony to be lead in a bridle.
